funding), ongoing management of 

the Penguin Organic Growing 

Centre (now with funding assis-

tance from CCNRM) including 

preparation for the Organic 

Growing Festival; Women In Sus-

tainable Environments Network 

(funded by the Tasmanian State 

Government), Community Sup-

ported Agriculture (funded by the 

Australian Government).  

The NWEC has also recently re-

ceived funds from the Department 

of Premier and Cabinet to help 

the NWEC build community ca-

pacity through our "Produce to 

the People Network " initiative 

developed by Robin Krabbe.
